I, and every student on this campus, would truly like to thank the Faculty Senate for collaborating with ASNAU to increase the book adoption turn-in rates, and in the end save students money. With the deadline of the 15th passing, I am proud to announce that the textbook adoption rates have well over tripled form last years dismal 9%! And that's not all, more textbook adoptions are still coming in! While the numbers are not currently in for ASU or U of A, when I spoke with the ASU bookstore they said 'the system was virtually empty'. Furthermore, the main reasons why instructors have been reporting that they cannot turn in an adoption was either because they were waiting on more information from the publishers, or that their contract was not yet renewed for teaching the class next year. Both these reasons cannot be controlled by instructors and therefore is great to hear they are they are most common reasons.

From here, there is a lot of work to be done to continue this upward trend. Some areas include working with the administration to more efficiently renew contracts and establishing a system within each college, much like in the College of Business, that is able to remind instructors internally of adoption deadlines and provide late notices. To best address these issues, and considering ASNAU's unfortunately high turnover rates, it would be beneficial for a committee of both senates to meet early next semester to form a strategic plan.

It is important to also note, even though the adoption deadline has past, it is still very important to get the remaining adoptions turned in within a timely fashion. It still isn't to late to effect buybacks!

Again, we sincerely thank the faculty for all their work in helping students with this issue. The students more than look forward to working with you in the future on this, and similar programs or issues!
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
