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1.      (READING) We prefer that America Reads tutors are placed in 1st through 3rd grade classrooms, but they are also allowed to work with any grade level in your school, as long as they are providing reading instruction.  Tutors should be working on literacy-based activities and helping your students with specific reading-related problems. Tutors should be allowed to pull out specific students for tutoring times and should be working one-on-one or in small groups with students who are experiencing difficulty or frustration in reading. 
2.      (MATH) America Reads tutors should be tutoring in mathematics assisting your students with activities related to problem solving and concepts using classroom-based instruction, and/or helping your students with specific math problems.  Tutors should be allowed to pull out specific students for tutoring times and should be working one-on-one or in small groups with students who are experiencing difficulty or frustration in mathematics.
3.      (ALL) Tutors should NOT be used for the following activities: making copies, supervising recess, making bulletin boards, setting up classroom activities, grading papers, acting as the supervisory adult within the classroom, or going off campus for activities such as field trips.  Remember that the America Reads tutors should be actively working with and engaging your students in reading and math activities at all times.  
4.     (ALL) Tutors are required to fill out and turn in a Weekly Record Form documenting reading and math-related activities for time spent working in your classroom.  The America Reads tutor will also request the site teacher to complete a Tutor Site Agreement Form.
