The Commission on Disability Access and Design (CDAD) invites all members of the NAU community to share stories about the disability experience.  CDAD will select stories to publish on the CDAD website and use in trainings, forums and other ways to help the NAU community better understand disability issues. What positive or negative experiences have you had? Has someone been overly helpful, absolutely clueless or amazingly supportive? Were you in a situation with a disabled individual and not known how to act or what to say? What could someone learn from your experience about treating individuals with civility and respect? 
Stories may be submitted in writing, audio, video or digital format. Why not take a few minutes at your computer, with the camera on or off, and share your story. The rules are simple: (1) Stories must be true; (2) your contact information must be provided with the submission so that CDAD can contact you about the use of your story; and (3) the individuals referenced in the story must not be mentioned by name. Instead, refer to them by their role, such as a student, a faculty or staff member, a friend, a stranger or a relative.
